Our club is functioning well and even though our membership is only 26, we enjoy the friendship that is
displayed on our Monday nights and Thursday afternoons. We still run some competitions and look forward
to the 1% Monday and 1* Thursday of each month when we socialise with supper and afternoon tea after our
trophy games. We encourage our members to participate in the Redcliffe Association games because
without support from local and outside clubs it is struggling to keep active. Our yearly visitor’s night is
looked forward to, as is our Christmas dinner.
